1.  David Wade made a presentation for Life Touch.  Life Touch has been in the business of making pictorial directories for the past 70 years.  Their directories include pictures of:  parish groups, parish activities as well as individual and family parish members.  Those who have their picture taken would get a free 8 x 10, a parish directory and $20.00 coupon towards the purchase of more pictures if desired.  Photographers can go to both parish locations (St. Rose as well as Sacred Heart).  There is no cost to the parish.  It would require a minimum of two people from each parish to help sign up and make appointments for those parishioners who want to participate.  A minimum of 35 people would be needed.

Mr. Wade will get back to Father Crowley on Wednesday of this week.  The Council felt it might be good to do a new directory that would include both parishes bringing them together.

2.  Need to elect a vice-chairperson.  This person would put together the agenda with the help of Father Crowley and communicate with the PPC about meeting dates and times.  The Council meets a minimum of 5 times a year, usually on Sundays at 6:30 pm.  Father Crowley will speak with Naomi and Barbara to see if they are interested.  Ann will continue to do the minutes of each meeting with the help of  Joyce.  It was noted that minutes should be posted in the back of the church for all to review.

3.  There was some discussion concerning the Pastoral Planning Committee Report put out by the Archdiocese of Boston. This report presents specific guidelines for serving churches with diminished priests.  Parishes (such as ours) would have to plan for one priest splitting their time perhaps between as many as three churches (Middleboro, Rochester and Lakeville).  It might be necessary to look at duplicate services within parishes.  Certain sacraments would have to abide by schedules.  Parishioners should be advised of the report’s highlights – particularly the forecast of the number of remaining priests – so that they will be aware of what is coming in the future.  It might be a good time for Father Crowley to begin meeting with Father Daley (Sts. Martha and Mary’s Church) every other month to discuss these issues.

4.  St. Mary’s Cemetery – Father Crowley received a proposal from a landscaper last year to care for the cemetery.  It was to costly.  He is now considering a landscaping to do the grounds and another person just to do the graves.  We need a maintenance person to clean and maintain the parish buildings.  Our present maintenance person will be leaving on April 10th.

5.  Work on the bathroom in the back of the church.  The contractor has not started yet.  Since the Archdiocese approved the contractor, they should be the one to follow up with his start of work.
