I. Minutes from October 24th accepted with two corrections.  The Memorial mass for the deceased was a joint effort by the Bereavement Committee, the Evangelization Committee, and the Environment Committee.  Also, the Marriage Prep group has 6 couples who all work very hard to bring our couples back into the church – not just the Norvishs.
II. Old Business

A. The windows are being worked on with some already out to the shop.  Only the window that closes needs to be replaced.
B. Boiler in the Parish hall is almost done.  
C. There was flooding in the spring up under the parish hall floor which had been contracted out to be fixed before the rains.  The company is coming back, removing part of the floor to make a trench which will then tie into the existing drainage system.  There will be no cost to fix the leak but the church will have to pay to replace part of the floor.
D. The security system in the hall has been looked into and the work will begin shortly using Fobs that are swiped to enter and exit building.  The pantry has concerns about the number of fobs available as many people use the building.

E. Marriage Vow Renewal Mass will be on March 5th instead of February due to the use of the Parish hall.  Group is considering having it catered instead of potluck.

F. Parish dinner dance at the end of June – the Elks Hall is available on June 18th.  With the meal it is reasonably priced at $20 maximum per person.  Fr. Crowley will check into the Riverside prices and availability.

G. Computers in the church offices are being updated.

H. Fr. Crowley will be contacting people interested in becoming lecturers and Eucharistic ministers.

I. Grand Annual has been very successful with over $66,000 collected so far.  

J. The church commemorative plaques will be sold again after the December 18th masses.

K. The List Is On For You Reconciliation program was so successful during lent that it will be offered again for advent on Wednesday night Dec. 15 and 22 at Sacred Heart and at St. Rose on Dec. 14 – 6:30 pm – 8 pm

L. The Cheverus Award was presented to our parishioner Ernie LeBlanc at a special mass for the 98 recipients presided over by Cardinal O’Malley.  Congratulations to him on his dedication to the parish.

III. New Business

A. There will be changes to the missal starting the 1st week in Advent next year.  It was discussed what the best ways to inform the parish of these changes whether through meetings, brochures, bulletin text, or published booklets.  Holly has information which we will discuss at greater length in the months ahead.
B. Participation at special masses and occasions is down and a short discussion followed.  The Thanksgiving Mass and the Ecumenical service were poorly attended.

C. St. Rose parishioner would like to have the 10 am mass reinstated instead of the 9 am

D. A Sacred Heart parishioner wanted the PPC to know that moneys collected for the Campaign for Human Development, which is a diocesan collection, uses moneys for Pro-Abortion groups not in harmony with the Catholic churches teachings.

E. Christmas and New Years Mass schedules were reviewed.
