I. Minutes from December 5, 2010 accepted with one correction.  Section II, Item K should read “The Lights On ….”
II. Old Business:

A.  Glass was replaced and the frames were reworked at Sacred Heart.  The outside plexi-glass windows will remain.  At St. Rose, some outside work was done.

B.  At the Parish Hall, some digging in the middle of the floor will help the drainage go in to the existing drain.  This work will be done at no cost since it is work guaranteed under previous work.  Cost will be incurred to fix floor with the special epoxy that is needed to match the existing floor.
C.  Boiler/heater for Food Pantry – all set

D.  Boiler, which is very old, upstairs, in the Parish Hall will cost approximately $15,000 to repair.  It might be wise to look into changing over to gas for this building.  Father Crowley will look in to this once this winter is over.

E.  Security system alarms have been set off twice.  It has been accidentally set off by folks working in the Food Pantry/Parish Hall.  It was the alarm to the Parish Hall front door.  Question:  Should we have a back up plan for the security system if the alarms are set off frequently?  Response:  Let’s give it time for everyone to get use to it!  The system has a lot of alternatives if we need to “tweak it.”

F.  Holly has a list of names to be contacted regarding Eucharistic ministers.  Father Crowley will contact them very soon.

G.  Parish dinner:  There are 2 options. (1) Elks on June 18, 2011.  Maximum of $20 per person for a steak dinner.  (2) Riverside on June 18, 2011.  $31.95 Prime rib, $21 for Italian dinner or choice of 2 (boneless chicken $19.95 or prime rib $26.95) which would include everything or chicken/steak and chocolate cake $19.95.  It’s possible to book the Grand Ballroom if we have 50+ people.  It can seat 170 people and we would have 5 hours of time (11 a.m. – 4 p.m. or 6 p.m. – 11 p.m.).  A decision has to be made.  The PPC voted unanimously for the Riverside.
H. Marriage Prep training – One person is going out to the new program training (Transformed On Love).  Six couples must be trained in the 16 hour program followed by an 8 hour training for the leaders.  The gentleman being trained is watching the engaged couples.  They are considering bringing the engaged couples to Middleboro to go through the program and be observed by the Sacred Heart team.  If this is done, Sacred Hearts Marriage Prep team would all get trained and be ready to begin this new program in September.

This is a strong possibility and would be good for Sacred Heart.  This would occur on March 20 and 27.

I. Reconciliation participants during Advent were:  2 parishioners during week one and 10 parishioners during week two.  Christmas Eve Day found a steady stream of folks at both Sacred Heart and St. Rose.
J.  Changes in missal:  Father Crowley will go to a training that’s scheduled and then decide what we’ll do with the changes.  Sessions for people who want to know the “why for the changes” will be conducted.  The Creed will be changed by the addition of a new (large) word.  Other changes will be subtle and small.  Some things will be removed.  (i.e. Christ has died, Christ is risen, Christ will come again)  The PPC should show/have a positive attitude toward these new changes so that the rest of the parishioners will also meet the changes with a positive attitude.

III.  New Business

A. “Catholics Come Home” campaign starts next Sunday, January 23rd.  A variety of advertising (billboards, internet, etc) will be used to get people to come back in to the church. Cardinal O’Malley will speak at all masses next week via a video program.  This is a nationwide campaign that will try to hit people where they are (via a variety of media) to have them consider coming back in to the church.

B.  Judith’s garage roof has a hole in it causing it to leak.  The insurance deductible is higher then the cost to repair the hole but at least the insurance company was put on notice about the problem.

C. Mold in Father Shea center – A company came and suggested that the aluminum windows be changed out.  They cause condensation.  It’s a big job that will get done in small increments starting with the library windows.  These windows will be replaced.  The damage in the library has caused all the books to be thrown out.  It is being cleaned out thoroughly prior to the new windows being put in.  The sills will be cleaned and then the walls will be checked to see if they have mold on them.  It is hoped that the library will be the worse area.
D. FYI.  Bill Pye is concentrating on the Food Pantry only and Al Cronin is now in charge of the St. Vincent de Paul Society.

E. Holy Hour for New Life to be held – 3:00 pm at Sacred Heart and 7:00 pm at St. Rose.  This was advertised in the bulletin.

F. Priest in Bridgewater will be reassigned to 3 parishes in Brockton.  It will be a very difficult task.

G. Pope John Paul II – soon to become a Saint – May 1, 2011
